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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Before starting the installation process you must first check that your basin has a cenfre hole of 30mm diameter or
greater, this is the width needed to allow the flexible hoses to fit through the vanity

Aftach the brass bolt and washers to the top of the cartridge's (the top s the end that has the spline). From the
underside of the basin push the cartidge with the spline at the top through the relevant hole in your basin, When the
cartridge head is pushed through push the bell of the tap onto the spline and screw the bell down so that it sits firmly
on the basin. Once the bell is screwed down screw the knut on the underside of the cartridge up so that the carindge
is firlmly secured.

Take the brass hub and retaining rod and screw the retaining rod into the brass hub, place the brazs hub that the
spout sits within over the cenire hole on the basin, making sure the retaining rod goes through the haole.

From the underside of the basin attach the horse dip refainer and washer onto the retaining rod and secure in place
with the refaining bolt. Once the hub is secure screw the fliexible hose connectors into the hub from the underside of
the vanity. Once connected o the base hub screw, connect the flexible hose to the relevant tap cartridgs.

Connect the cartridge to the hot and cold water supply in ling with standard approved plumbing pratices.
Fenamssance suggests attaching a nut and olive compression fiting to the tap tail and securely insering the fubing
insede the fithng and fightening the nut and olive so that it 5 securs and water tight

Pop Up Waste

The waste provided s 8 32 mm pop up waste, if your vanity does not adccomodate a 32 mm waste disregard thes
part of your product - your product wall still work correctly when installed with another waste,

When installing the pop up waste place the rod in the hole at the back of the hub attach this underneath the basin to
the small square adaptor, also attach the rod with a nut attached to the square adaptor, the knut is attached to the
waste. Once connected the pushing of the rod will pop the plug out of the waste and pulling the rod will secure the
plug within the wasts.
